We reserve the right to
withhold Courtesy Pay privileges and typically do not extend the benefit to accounts not in good standing, with excessive overdrafts, etc. Automatically recurring debit card purchases (such as gym memberships) may continue to be authorized even if you
have not signed up for Courtesy Pay protection. Courtesy Pay is a separate benefit from Overdraft Protection, as it does not automatically transfer money to your checking account from your savings, credit card, line of credit, etc.
